God has continued to
use this ministry to bring people to Himself and to bring
hope and encouragement to those in need of it. So much
has been happening in our world these days that we need
to push the pause button and reflect on God’s Word to help
bring perspective and hope in these uncertain times.

ECR and our Estonia broadcast partners are committed to
fulfilling our mission that is found in Matthew 24:14.
“And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the
whole world as a testimony to all the nations, and then the
end will come.” Being faithful...to the end!

Mark 13:7 says; “When you hear of wars and rumors of
wars, do not be alarmed. Such things must happen, but the
end is still to come.” We still have much work to be done
while a window of opportunity remains open.

TFR (Tartu Family Radio) is continually upgrading their
broadcast technology in order to reach more people in
more places throughout Estonia and Eastern Europe with
the living hope of the Gospel. As we mentioned in our last
newsletter, Paavo has added the DAB+ system to reach
more people. The new broadcast location will be in the
capitol city of Tallin. This will be the first time that the
residents of Tallin will be able to listen to our 24 hour
Russian language station. (Semeinoje Radio is the Russian
24/7 program.) Paavo says there are a lot of Russian
speaking people in Tallin, and now they will be able to
have the gospel in their own mother tongue.

In addition to DAB+, Paavo is also bringing into service a
new digital technology called, “Real Player Radio.” This
is similar to what we call iHeart radio here in the US. Real
Player Radio streaming is quickly becoming very popular
throughout all of Europe. This will greatly enhance and
expand the broadcast reach of TFR. Praise the Lord!

ESTONIA UPDATE

The devastating affects of Russia’s war against Ukraine has been
felt all over Eastern Europe. Estonia has not escaped the fallout
of the mass migration seen in Europe from Ukraine. As of July 8§,
2023, Estonia had received 46,815 applications for temporary
protection by Ukrainian citizens, which enables access to health-
care, education, and the labor market.

Estonia has also received 5,190 asylum applications for in-
ternational protection by Ukrainians, which are currently being
processed. 30 migrants, largely from Somalia and Syria, have
attempted to enter Estonia from Russia through the Narva cross-
ing point in November. Migrants from Yemen, Somalia, Syria
and Iraq have arrived in a sudden surge from Russia over the past
weeks. Estonia's interior ministry said none of them had asked
for asylum and all were turned back.

Estonia’s Interior Minister, Lauri Laanemets, has said that
preparations are in place to close border crossings if the
migration pressure from Russia escalates, and if migrants try to
enter outside official crossings. "Unfortunately, there are many
signs that Russian border officials and possibly other agencies
are involved.”
